· Nev told me in past he first uses a damp piece of cotton cloth to wipe filler area. Kim Prout mentioned it was tested and the damp cotton cloth is pretty effective. He also mentioned to set the fuel can on the damp cloth when refilling.

· Never refuel cans in the back of pickup bed or holding can in air.

· John Lawton said when buffing an aeroplane be sure to ground the plane. More than 1 plane was lost during buffing.

· Filler ring is Anodized so if you want to ground it you must first remove anodize.

· Grounding exhaust Bud advocates, but I don’t quite know what it will do on a Europa?

· I was thinking of grounding outlet of fuel tanks and fuel elbow between cobra and tank to negative of battery, then exhaust to ground would be doing more I think?
